a. From Psalm 118:22-23
b. The stone
i. Which the builders rejected
ii. Has become the chief cornerstone
iii. This was the marvelous plan of God!

c. The Lord Jesus, God’s Chief Cornerstone



i. The Lord Jesus Himself is the Chief Cornerstone that God had chosen
and would build His kingdom upon

ii. Yetthe religious leaders rejected Him
2. Consequences warned Matthew 21:43-44
a. The Kingdom of God
i. Will be taken from the Jews who reject the Lord Jesus

ii. Will be given to a nation of people who find faith in the Lord Jesus and
bear fruits of faith

b. The destruction that would come to those who reject
i. Falling on the stone and be broken

ii. Falling under the stone and be grinded

THE PERCEPTION OF THE CHIEF PRIESTS AND PHARISEES
1. The chief priests and Pharisees Matthew 21:45
a. They had heard the Lord Jesus speak on
i. The Parable of the Two Sons Matthew 21:28-32
ii. The Parable of the Wicked Vinedressers Matthew 21:33-41
iii. The Prophecy of the Chief Cornerstone Matthew 21:42-46
b. They perceived He was speaking of them
i. This was an important notation
ii. They had understood that the Lord Jesus spoke against them
2. Their wicked plot
a. They chose to lay hands on Him Matthew 21:46

i. Toarrest Him



ii. Todestroy Him

b. But they held back
i. Out of fear for the multitudes who saw the Lord Jesus as a Prophet
ii. God’s hand of protection was upon the Lord Jesus

iii. It was not yet His time to be delivered
