THE SIGNIFICANCE OF JERUSALEM

1. Historical significance

a. The place where David brought the Ark of the Covenant 2 Samuel 6
b. The place where the Temple of God was built 2 Chronicles 6

2. Spiritual significance

a. Chosen by God that His Name (Presence) would be there 2 Chronicles 6:6

b. Jerusalem symbolized

i. The special dwelling place of God

ii. The heart of worship for Israel



iii. The national pride and identity of Israel

THE FALL OF JERUSALEM
1. The scribes and Pharisees had corrupted the entire religious system from Jerusalem
2. Asadreality Matthew 23:37
a. Jerusalem became the city that killed the prophets of God
b. Jerusalem became the city that stoned the servants that God sent to her
3. Rejection of the Lord Jesus Matthew 23:38
a. The Lord Jesus had dearly longed for Jerusalem
i. To receive Him and to be His
ii. As a mother hen gathers her chicks under her wings
b. But they rejected the Lord Jesus instead!
4. Judgement
a. Jerusalem would become desolate

b. The temple would be later destroyed (A.D. 70)

A MESSAGE OF HOPE
1. The Lord Jesus would soon depart from this world
2. He will not be seen by those who reject Him Matthew 23:39a
3. But there is yet still hope Matthew 23:39b
a. Forthose who repent from sin
b. There will be a remnant

i. Who would see (find faith) in the Lord Jesus



ii. Who would receive the Lord Jesus as Saviour
