Temple)

a. Profound

b. With a focus on how the Disciples ought to live and be ready



THE COMING OF THE SON OF MAN
1. The Lord Jesus revealed certain aspects of His Second Coming
2. Comingin the power and great glory of God Matthew 24:29-30
a. Special cosmic signs would occur at His Second Coming cf. Isaiah 13:6-11

b. These signs would display His power and great glory

3. Coming to gather His elect

a. The people who had rejected Him would mourn as they see His Coming
Matthew 24:30

b. He would send His angels Matthew 24:31
i. To gather His elect (those who have received and believed in Him)
ii. From all throughout the earth

iii. The elect will be gathered into His Kingdom!

THE CHALLENGE TO BELIEVE AND HOLD FAST TO THE WORD
1. Important truths conveyed through the parable from the fig tree  Matthew 24:32
a. When the branch of the fig tree becomes tender and put forth leaves
b. Itis an unmistakable sign that summer is near
2. Afurther word from the Lord Jesus to His Disciples Matthew 24:33-34

a. They will in time see “all these things” (a reference to the destruction of the
Temple)

b. Then they will know that all that the Lord Jesus said is near

i. Not a distant future



ii. Urgency must be borne in mind

c. Many in the generation of the Disciples would later indeed witness the
destruction of the Temple in AD70 (within 40 years)

3. The challenge for the Disciples Matthew 24:35
a. “Heaven and earth will pass away”
b. “But my words will by no means pass away”
i. The Word of the Lord is the only thing that will endure forever
ii. The challenge of the Disciples must be to comprehend His Word
iii. To have faith and hold fast to His Word

CHALLENGE FOR US ALL
1. Faithinthe Lord Jesus
a. Letus notdelay

b. Let us be among the elect who will be gathered into His Kingdom when He
returns!

2. Faith in the Word of the Lord Jesus
a. It endures forever

b. Let us ever seek to understand and believe in His Word
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
