b. He used a series of Parables to highlight key truths concerning the end of the
age

a. The Parable of the Faithful and Evil Servant Matthew 24:45-51
b. The Parable of the Wise and Foolish Virgins Matthew 25:1-13
c. The Parable of the Talents Matthew 25:14-30

THE PARABLE OF THE FAITHFUL AND EVIL SERVANT
1. The faithful servant Matthew 24:45-47
a. Heis described as faithful and wise
b. Faithfulness and being wise go together
c. He performs his duties faithfully in his master’s absence

d. Upon his master’s return, he is found faithful



e. Heis commended and promoted by the master
2. The evil servant Matthew 24:48-51
a. The servant who is not faithful is described as evil
b. He says in his heart that his master is delayed
c. He neglects his duties and pursues indulges in personal pleasure
d. The master will come at an hour that he is not aware

e. The evil servant will be severely punished for his wickedness

LESSONS FROM THE PARABLE OF THE FAITHFUL AND EVIL SERVANT
1. Understanding the reference to “servants”
a. It does not only refer to those in formal ministry
b. Itis areference to all
i. All on earth are but servants to God who is Lord over all

ii. Cyrus (a Gentile) was also called God’s servant because he did the will
of God cf. Isaiah 45:1

2. Faithfulness is expected from the Lord Jesus

a. Aswe live in these end times

b. As we await His Return
3. To be faithful

a. Itis also being wise

b. The absence of faithfulness is regarded by the Lord as evil and wicked
4. The practice of faithfulness

a. It will be seen in our character and conduct

b. It will be seen in how we live our lives
