1. The context of Mary’s Magnificat
a. Found in Luke 1:46-55
b. Mary’s personal and wonderful response to God’s blessings in her life
i. Highly favored by God Luke 1:28

ii. Blessed among women to be the mother of the Son of God

Luke 1:31-33
iii. Her blessing affirmed by Elizabeth Luke 1:42
iv. Blessed for her faith in God’s Word Luke 1:45

2. The content of Mary’s Magnificat Luke 1:46-55



a. Focused on the praise of God
i. From beginning
ii. To end
b. Filled with the praise of God
i. Praise in every line
ii. God magnified again and again
MY SOUL MAGNIFIES THE LORD
1. “My soul magnifies the Lord” Luke 1:46
a. Mary gave praise from the soul
i. Not just verbal
ii. Not just outward
iii. But from the soul (the innermost part of her)
b. Mary desired to magnify the Lord
i. To magnify is to exalt the Lord for His greatness and to give Him glory
ii. The Lord’s greatness is not affected by what man does / does not do
iii. Mary sought to magnify the Lord by declaring His greatness
2. “And my spirit rejoiced in God my Saviour” Luke 1:47
a. Mary acknowledged God as Saviour
i. He has brought salvation to all mankind
ii. Through the gift of His Son
b. Mary rejoiced

i. From deep within her spirit



ii. Not in external / material things

iii. But in God, a most personal and precious Saviour!
