MARY’S APPRECIATION OF GOD’S FAVOR
“For He has regarded the lowly state of His maidservant” Luke 1:48a
1. God
a. “He has regarded”
i. God looked upon Mary
ii. God granted favor to Mary
b. That God would regard Mary
i. This was especially significant to her
ii. This was a personal manifestation of God’s greatness
2. Mary’s humility
a. She saw herself as an ordinary woman
i. She was young and unmarried
ii. She had no status, wealth or great achievements
b. She appreciated God’s greatness in regarding her
i. Despite her lowly state

ii. Despite being a mere maidservant (bondservant) of His

MARY’S FAITH IN GOD’S PLAN AND POWER
“For behold, henceforth all generations will call me blessed.” Luke 1:48b
1. Mary’s proclamation
a. She declared that all generations from henceforth will call her blessed

b. Her life’s transformation



i. From an ordinary young woman
ii. To one praised and honored by all generations to come
2. Appreciating Mary’s proclamation
a. Not out of pride nor self-exaltation
b. But from faith in God’s plan and power
i. God had chosen her to be the mother of His Son
ii. God’s mighty work in her life will be remembered by all generations

c. Her blessedness comes entirely from God’s plan and power!

IMPORTANT LESSONS TO LEARN
1. The heart of God
a. He sees beyond social status and worldly achievements
b. He regards those
i. Who are humble
ii. Who consider themselves servants before Him
2. The plan and power of God
a. God can work powerfully in those whom He choose
b. God’s work in a person’s life can have lasting impact, even in the future
3. Our challenge
a. Tolearn from Mary’s spirit of humility
b. Tolearn from Mary’s faith in the Lord
