HE WHO IS MIGHTY HAS DONE GREAT THINGS FOR ME

“For He who is mighty has done great things for me, and holy is His name.”
Luke 1:49

1. “He who is mighty”
a. This was the next part of Mary’s Magnificat
b. She gave praise to God as the Mighty One
i. “He who is mighty”
ii. A reference to God as One highest in power and authority

c. An Old Testament comparison concerning our mighty God
Deuteronomy 10:17

i. The LORD your God
ii. God of gods and Lord of lords
iii. The great God

iv. Mighty and awesome



v. Who shows no partiality nor takes a bribe (He cannot be made to
compromise)
2. “Has done great things for me”
a. This was Mary’s personal appreciation and praise of God
i. That such a mighty God would be personally involved in her life
ii. And do great things for her

b. This was undoubtedly a reference to what angel Gabriel had spoken
Luke 1:30-35

i. That she would conceive as a virgin and bear a Son
ii. He will be great and called Son of the Highest
iii. The Holy Spirit will come upon her

iv. The power of the Highest will overshadow her

AND HOLY IS HIS NAME

1. A further appreciation of God
a. God as the mighty One appreciated
b. God’s great and personal work in her life appreciated
c. The holiness of God appreciated next

2. “Holy is His name”
a. Meaning: God’s very nature, revealed in His name, is holy!
b. The Spirit of God is called the Holy Spirit Luke 1:35
c. The Son of God is called the Holy One Luke 1:35

d. Mary recognized



i. That she was not holy

ii. That her conceiving and bearing the Holy One was entirely the work of a
Holy God through His Holy Spirit

3. The holiness of God also appreciated in how He fulfills His promises

“Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a
Son, and shall call His name Immanuel.” Isaiah 7:14

a. The virgin birth promised years ago through the prophet Isaiah

b. Fulfilled now in Mary
