3. Mary’s concluding word of praise in the Magnificat
“He has helped His servant Israel, in remembrance of His mercy,

As He spoke to our fathers, to Abraham and to his seed forever.”
Luke 1:54-55



4. Mary’s deep insight concerning the coming and the birth of Christ Luke 1:54
a. lItis God helping His servant Israel
i. “Help” —to uphold and to support that which is weak and in need
ii. The coming of Christ would bring salvation to Israel

iii. Who is like God who helps His servant instead of the servant attending
to Him?

b. Itis God’s expression and fulfilment of His mercy
i. “In remembrance” — not that God has forgotten

ii. But that God has once again expressed and fulfilled His mercy to Israel

THE COMING OF CHRIST TIED IN TO GOD’S PROMISES TO ABRAHAM
4. Mary gave praise to God concerning another special insight
5. She understood that the coming of Christ was tied in to God’s promises to Abraham
a. Abraham was acknowledged as the father of the nation Israel
b. God’s promises to Abraham
“And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” Genesis 12:3

“In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have
obeyed My voice.”  Genesis 22:18

i. The Lord Jesus Christ would be this Seed from Abraham

ii. Through the Lord Jesus Christ, all the nations of the earth shall receive
blessing
