c. All that the Lord Jesus taught the disciples would now culminate in His final
command

2. Our focus today — “The Great Commission” Matthew 28:16-20



THE DISCIPLES MEET THE RISEN LORD JESUS

1. The eleven disciples went away into Galilee Matthew 28:16
a. Tothe mountain the Lord Jesus had appointed for them
b. Asthey had been instructed by the Lord Jesus through the women disciples
c. After Judas was no more, only eleven of the original twelve remained

2. Meeting the risen Lord Jesus Matthew 28:17
a. They worshipped Him in faith
b. Yet at the same time some doubted — weakness of faith

i.Despite the Lord Jesus predicting His own death and resurrection

ii. Despite seeing the risen Lord Jesus face to face

THE GREAT COMMISSION OF THE LORD JESUS
1. The final command of the Lord Jesus to His disciples Matthew 28:18
a. The Lord Jesus been given all authority by God the Father over heaven and earth

b. His command to the disciples is given out of His divine authority

2. The Disciples were to make disciples of every nation Matthew 28:19-20
a. A central focus on discipleship
b. What this work of making disciples involved

i. Baptizing others in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit

(the work of helping others find faith in the Lord Jesus Christ)

ii. Teaching others to observe the things that the Lord Jesus has commanded



(the work of helping others know His Word and follow Him)

THE WONDERFUL PROMISE OF THE LORD JESUS
1. The Great Commission
a. The disciples were not perfect
b. Yetthe Lord Jesus still graciously used them for His work
2. The Lord Jesus’ promise Matthew 28:20
a. He would be with them even to the end of the age
b. The presence of the Lord Jesus as they sought to fulfil the Great Commission
i. The Lord Jesus will enable the disciples
ii. The Lord Jesus will empower the disciples
iii. The disciples must not seek to rely on their own human strength

c. The book of Acts evidence the empowering presence of the Lord Jesus in the
ministry of the disciples

i. The Holy Spirit coming upon the disciples Acts 1
ii. Many added to the Church as the disciples preached the Gospel
Acts 2:41, 47
ENCOURAGEMENT TO US ALL
1. To be challenged by the Great Commission of the Lord Jesus
a. To His disciples
b. And also to us as a Church today

2. To appreciate the grace of the Lord Jesus in calling us to do His work despite our
weaknesses and limitations
