6. The Book of Life 
 

24 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears My word and believes in Him 
who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into judgment, but 
has passed from death into life.  
 

25 Most assuredly, I say to you, the hour is coming, and now is, when the 
dead will hear the voice of the Son of God; and those who hear will live.  
 

26 For as the Father has life in Himself, so He has granted the Son to 
have life in Himself, 
 
 27 and has given Him authority to execute judgment also, because He is 
the Son of Man.  
 

28 Do not marvel at this; for the hour is coming in which all who are in the 
graves will hear His voice  
 

29 and come forth—those who have done good, to the resurrection of life, 
and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation. 
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 30 I can of Myself do nothing. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is 
righteous, because I do not seek My own will but the will of the Father 
who sent Me.

7. The bema seat of Christ 
 
9 Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to 
Him.  
 
10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may 
receive the things done in the body, according to what he has done, whether 
good or bad.  
 
11 Knowing, therefore, the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; but we are well 
known to God, and I also trust are well known in your consciences.
